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IS IT POSSIBLE TO CONSTRUCT A NEW ISLAMIC CIVILISATION THAT
WILL PROVIDE THE ‘CO-EXISTENCE OF HUMANITY’?

INTRODUCTION

Throughout human history, many local and universal civilizations were born, grew,
reached their peak and eventually collapsed, in Ibn Khaldtin’s Words: they have died. If we
leave aside the local ones, it is possible to talk about three great civilizations among the
universal ones: the Greek Civilization, the Islamic Civilization and the Western Civilization
which is based on Christian culture that dominates the age we live in and leaves its mark
on scientific and technological developments.

Some Western writers accepted all these changes as a victory for Western civilization
and they were evaluated these changes as the end of the war of ideologies in human history
and the universalization of Western liberal democracy which is the last phase of the human
form of government.! The end of history thesis was first put forward by Hegel in 1806
when the concept of state based on the principles of freedom and equality began to be
adopted by all countries of the world as a result of the success of the French Revolution.?
Among the Western researchers, there were also those who wanted to see the industrial
revolution as a victory for Christianity. As a result of the rapid changes in the political,
economical, cultural and military fields in recent years, the world has begun to evolve again
from a single-headed world domination led by America after the Cold War into a world
where two or more powers compete for dominance. Because far from contributing to solve
humanity's problems, European states and the United States which are the leading
representatives of Western civilization have become themselves the source or part of the
problem. Their attitude and hypocritical policies towards Israel's occupation of Palestine,
the conflicts occurring in various parts of the world and the struggles for human rights can
be shown as a typical example of this. China, Russia and Far Eastern countries do not seem
to have the opportunities and values to produce solutions to the crises the world is currently
experiencing. The greatest responsibility and mission on this issue belongs to the Islamic
world. By any chance, as Fukuyama said, has ideological development been completed,
have we really come to the end of history? Will the understanding of homogeneous state
obtain the victory all over the world? Is it not possible to say that there are other ideologies
that will compete against liberalism in solving the economical and political crises,
armament, environment and similar problems what humanity is faced with? If such an
alternative is to be mentioned, cannot be said that it is Islam?

All great civilizations which are defending different worldviews put forward such
goals and ideals during their golden eras. This was an goal and ideal adopted by the Roman
Empire and the Ottoman State in the past, and nowadays it is also adopted by America
which is considered the representative of western civilization. While the Ottomans called
this the ideal of the Order of the Universe(Nizam-1 Alem), today America calls it the New
World Order. The concern that the Islamic world will emerge as a second superpower with
the collapse of Soviet Unions is one of the main reasons why the western world came up
with such an idea. However, another reason why they put forward such an idea is not
because Muslims are currently powerful or because of the West's fears about Islam, but a

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fortiori, “western civilization is built on a belligerent basis”. In other words, Western
civilization cannot exist without negating or ostracizing others. The only power that has a
different identity, a divine book and thought that will prevent them from being used as
slaves by others is Muslims and their religion what is called as Islam. With this feature,
they have been accepted as ‘the other’ in the face of Western civilization.

Despite its weakness, powerlessness and helplessness, the West considers the Islamic
world as a potential power and enemy against itself, after Soviet Unions. Therefore, the
solution suggestions put forward under the name of the Greater Middle East Project or the
New World Order are nothing but an attempt to invade the Islamic world for the second
time by Western countries or Christians. They think that this is the only way they can
control the developments in the Islamic countries which attained their independence after
the termination of the de facto colonial era. In these long-term plans, they want to also use
Tiirkiye which is a NATO member for their own interests. However, it is be concerned that
the intellectual awakening and scientific developments in Islamic countries will turn into a
new Islamic civilization and political domination under the leadership of Tiirkiye,
Indenosia, Malaysia, Egyp, Iran ect. This civilization, which is in the embryonic stage and
developing, is desired to be killed before it was born. In order to facilitate the realization
of this new colonialism plan of the Christian West, its universal morality has been tried to
be written. In fact, the New World Order is a disguised form of western colonialism. Then,
the Islamic world has two options: It will either be a part of such a system, or it will join
forces to establish a new human-scale Islamic Civilization centered on the Qur’an, which
will realize co-existence, with the awareness of its own identity and responsibility.

1. Why is there a need for a new Islamic civilization that will ensure the "co-existence"
of humanity/ societies?
a) Historical Responsibility

Realizing that the Ottoman State was weakening and beginning to collapse, the
Western World declared it a "sick man" and put forward occupation plans to share the lands
under the rule of this state and many projects that would facilitate its exploitation. They
created new states in the regions, whose borders they drew with rulers, and made them
enemies of each other. These countries, which were occupied for a long time, could not
achieve their independence after the 1940s. While the Muslim Turkish world established
its own independent states with the collapse of the Soviet Unions, Muslims in Palestine,
Kashmir, Bosnia-Herzegovina and other regions had not yet established their independent
states. Those that gained independence continue to dependent on the West in many
economic and political matters. Because Muslims were not able to make real their own
technologies and other institutions and organizations that would ensure their developments.

The Western world, which was disturbed by the consciousness of belonging to the
Islamic civilization that emerged in the newly independent states, accelerated its efforts to
destroy Ottoman culture and works of art in order to erase this. The most obvious example
of this was experienced in Bosnia- Herzegovina, Iraq, Syria and Palestine in the recent past
and now. In front of the eyes of the whole world and in the heart of Europe which was so-
called cradle of human rights, thousands of Muslims were massacred, tortured to death,
women and girls were raped. It still continues to take place in Palestine, Lebanon and Syria.
Therefore, Fukuyama's claim of the end of the history and the idea of some other western
writers that wars will end have already been cracked. Because since the New World Order
started to be mentioned, the wars have become more terrible than those when experienced
during the Cold War. The ethnic and religious annihilation/cleanings that took place in
Bosnia, Palestine, Lebanon and other regions on the eve of the 21st century, had left Hitler's
~th
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genocide in the shade. Since the West does not want a state under a Muslim rule in the heart
of Europe, it wants to turn the Crusader-Crescent fight of the past into a clash of
civilizations again in order to succeed. The West is doing everything to prevent the
emergence of a civilization under the leadership of Muslims which can be a rival for
themselves. If Muslims want to win this cold war which was opened against the Islamic
world, it is a historical responsibility for them to return to their own idendity and build a
new Islamic civilization for bearing witness to history and humanity. In other words,
Muslims need to renew religious, moral, legal, scientific and philosophical thought in a
way that responds the needs of people.

b) A Religious Obligation

Since Allah sent the Qur’an to people as the last message, the door of revelation
had now closed and the possibility of sending a new revelation had been over. Therefore,
Muslims must live with the principles which they will derive from this divine message and
they must light the way for humanity. Since it is not possible to talk about the end of this
religion, then in the words of Hamdi Yazir, "this religion is not a primitive phenomenon
that will remain in the phase of evolution, but a Divine and Merciful feature that includes
every evolution".> Hamdi Yazir expresses the idea that renewal in religion is a divine
command to give a verse that "Know that Allah is now quickening the earth after its death"*
and he interprets this verse as follows: “O Believers, know that for those who are devoted
to God not only intellectually but also emotionally, there is no fear of lapse of time. They
should know the possibility to renew as they get older, and they should continue forever in
successive new enthusiasms. This religion is not a special religion that was sent down to
stand at a limited phase of evolution, but a universal religion that includes the principles of
God which was sent down to manage endless evolutionary cycles.”

Yazir supports the idea of renewal in religion and prolongation of evolution which
he derived from this verse with the hadith culture and its interpretations that mention about
renewal in religion.’> According to him, this renewal is a strict command that "the identity
of the ummah must be preserved and that renewal should not be metamorphosis, but should
confirm and continue this essence and identity”. After establishing the foundation of
renewal in religion with verses and hadiths, Yazir came to the following conclusion: “In
this case, we have the right to expect the renewal of our religion at the beginning of every
century. It is our duty to work to raise the renewer who will accomplish this renewal”.¢

¢) A Social and Psychological Obligation

The phenomenon of cultural and social change is something that humanity has had
to live with in every period of history. The revelation of the Qur’an and the formation of
the Islamic society had began from the year 610. This phenomenon still deeply affects the
lives of Muslims today. Ethem Ruhi Figlali explains that the current course of this change
is different from the past in some aspects: ‘Fourteen centuries have passed since that time.
The conditions of today’s historical, political, economical, and social structure are not

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similar in any shape or form to the situation during the time of the Prophet in some
important aspects. At the very least, the structure of society has changed and continues to
change”.” However, this change which was previously seen as quite slow had become
sudden and rapid enough to change people’s thoughts and lifestyles after the industrial
revolution. There is no worldview that is not affected by these changes.® On the other hand,
Islamic civilization has been in close contact with Indian, Greek, Sassanian, Christian,
Zoroastrian, and Jewish cultures since the first century. During this process, some incorrect
and corrupt beliefs and superstitions had entered from these cultures to the belief in
monotheism which is the sensitive point of Islam. Today, Muslims continue to live by such
perceptions as if they were sacred like religion. Therefore, the interpretation of Islam made
a thousand years ago and these values and views that are thought to be Islamic cannot
respond to the needs arising from social, economical, and political changes. Or it has
become quite difficult to solve these new social, economical, and contemporary problems
with the views of scholars who are the product of the unique conditions of each era. If
today’s Muslim cannot meet and direct such needs of the society they live in, the society
will direct itself; it will seek help from the solutions of other cultures and worldviews.
Therefore, producing solutions for problems of today’s people that arise as a result of
changing social conditions is a social necessity today as it has been in every century. In
summary, the caliphs applied Islamic principles according to their own times. Since human
life and society are much more complex today, a new system is needed to implement those
principles.

Muslims, who are the members of the Islamic religion and civilization, cannot
accept their ego and pride that they are weak and helpless against Western civilization in
the economical, political, military and technological fields. That's why it falls into an
inferiority complex against western civilization. This causes behavior disorders and
identity crisis in our people. Because, in his/her life, he/she sometimes has to use his/her
real identity and sometimes he/she must use the other identity which he/she does not adopt,
in other words, he/she has to play two opposite roles. This sometimes leaves Muslims in a
difficult situation between two options: either being an enemy of the West by completely
adhering to tradition right or wrong, or the other option which is surrendering to it. As a
result, the violence resorted to by people who are in an identity crises cause them to be
denigrated by attributing it to Islam which is the guarantee of peace and trust. In order for
today's Muslims to fulfill their mission of being a chosen society given to them by God’
and to implement God's universal principles, the construction of a new Islamic civilization
by reinterpreting the Qur’an has become a social and psychological necessity.

d) The Difficulty of Western Civilization in Solving Humanity's Problems

Western civilization whose superiority in technological and scientific knowledge is
undeniable brought prosperity to humanity along with problems and fears that could not be
solved for years, making some existing problems more unsolvable and even adding new
ones to them.!” In scientific activities carried out in the fields of genetic engineering,
weapons, ecological issues and similar areas, it has turned its back on the guidance of the

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basic principles of morality which is the most distinctive element of being human.'! Today,
our world has been filling up with nuclear weapons which are capable of destroying itself
several times and it has been polluting with industrial waste. This civilization, which was
founded on a materialist and individualist understanding, can no longer satisfy the spiritual
world of today's people. Family life which constitutes the core of society has begun to
dissolve. In the West, religion has chosen churches as its shelter and has no longer any
importance in social life for the young generation. Therefore, "European civilization is a
cracked civilization whose mentality and sensitivity are separate from each other. This rift
between science and sensation (emotion) is Europe's biggest impasse which privatives it of
the superiority of being human and will one day destroy its existing structure”. '2

I am not claiming that Western civilization is about to collapse!® and that the
construction of Islamic civilization will begin as a result of its collapse. What I really want
to emphasize is that Western civilization has begun to retrogress and cannot respond the
spiritual issues of humanity. The happiness which is provided to the western nations was
built on the disasters of Muslim and other third world countries, which were inferior to
them in science and industry. Therefore, it is essential to build a new Islamic civilization in
which humanity can fulfill its mission.

2. What are the Preconditions for the Establishment of a New Islami Civilization?
a) Strengthening Human Dignity

Man was created as an honorable being. Upon reaching the age of reason and
puberty, he is responsible for discovering and believing in the existence of God, upon
reaching the age of majority, he is responsible for fulfilling the commands and orders. Man
has not been left adrift. However, there is no human being who lives his life without
mistakes and sins. Except for prophets, no one is sinless (ma‘siim) and protected from
sinning (mahfiiz). Therefore, the path to repentance and forgiveness is kept open. When a
person commits a sin, he regrets and repents. When people sin, it does not take away their
faith, but it makes them immoral. In other words, sinning once should not cause a person
to try to justify sinning all the time and to live in the psychology of sinfulness. Maintaining
and developing one’s moral character requires great effort. One should not give up hope in
God for forgiveness, nor should he forget that he will be punished in order not to sin again.
As a servant, he must strike a balance between fear and hope. By believing, man has added
honor to his dignity and taken an important step towards preserving his nature. By believing
in God, he has achieved the greatest virtue.

All human beings are created from the same material. As the verse “We created you
all from a single soul”'* makes clear, there is equality between men and women in terms
of creation and lineage, not difference. In Islam, the superiority of human beings over one
another is based on taqwa, i.e. (i dest: that is) living a meaningful existence and giving
meaning to life.!> Man has the freedom to believe and disbelieve. In a word, for human
right it is a to believe and disbelieve. This is a requirement of respect for freedom of thought
and respect for human beings.

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Since man is free, he is responsible for his belief, disbelief and actions. However,

his responsibility in these matters is to God. No one but God can give punishment and
reward for them. It is not for anyone to punish disbelief in this world.
The superiority of human over other beings is due to the fact that he was created in the most
beautiful way, as a being with reason. However, as a result of his own actions, man can
turn into an inferior being. It is because of his superiority that God has placed the universe
at his disposal:

“Verily, We have honored mankind and made them honorable, and We have carried
them on land and sea. We have provided them with the best and purest of things, and We
have made them superior to many of Our creatures.”!®
In this verse, the fact that man is an honorable being is attributed to the fact that “God
created him in the most beautiful form and appearance, gave him reason to distinguish
honor from dishonor, good from evil; gave him a tongue to speak wisdom and all kinds of
good, and to be a means of understanding all wisdom; provided the best of the earth’s
sustenance for man; and everything on earth was created for man and placed at his
disposal.”!”

Those who believe in oneness of God (tawheed) have no superiority over one
another in terms of their beliefs. Everyone who qualifies as a believer, whether Arab,
Turkish or Persian, is equal in their beliefs. Therefore, it is impossible to rank the merits of
people on the basis of their faith, since the knowledge of what is in the hearts belongs to
God.

b) Restoring the Dignity of Reason and Scientific Knowledge

One of the two most important principles that God has given to mankind to protect
him from fault is revelation and the other is reason.!® If people adhere to these two
principles together, they will be able to achieve renewal in continuity and develop new
worldviews that will make humanity happy. For this reason, Muslims need to reunderstand
revelation as much as they need to use reason to understand it. We are not making a
distinction here between reason and revelation, nor we are talking about the existence of
two alternative views. All Muslim philosophers agree that philosophy and religion,
although different in their methods, are the same thing, aiming to know truth and wisdom,
to attain salvation and bliss.!® This is because the Qur’an explains all its commands,
prohibitions and matters related to its own existence according to reason and the principles
of reason. Both of these are two complementary values. The catastrophe of humanity began
with neglecting either of these two. Therefore, Muslims in particular must restore their
dignity. This is not to say that Muslims do not use their intellect at all, of course they do,
but they are unable to make new discoveries or inventions and produce scientific
knowledge by producing new information and establishing relationships between the
information obtained. Today, western civilization has achieved this development by using
its intellect. But when Muslims use their intellect, it is not that they will find the same
technology again, but that the technology they will find should be a technology that gives
more importance to the sanctity of human life and does not endanger life on Earth. They
will not turn their backs on the moral rules of revelation, which constitute the divine aspect
of the civilization they will establish. They will develop a new technology based on them

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in their inventions. If Muslims had technological superiority today, their technology would
not be the kind of technology that endangers the lives of all living beings and turns the
world into a bomb ready to explode.

Rebuilding the sciences is essential for establishing a new civilization.?° For this
purpose, the previous classifications of rational and natural sciences should be reviewed
and new methodologies should be developed by reclassifying the sciences. In this
classification, the habit of considering any one of the sciences as more virtuous should be
set aside, and all kinds of sciences that will bring solutions to the dilemmas of Muslims and
humanity should be given enough importance. Muslims should raise their own philosophers
and theologians by re-emphasizing philosophy, where human thought has produced the
most mature fruits. Because a nation's establishment of civilization depends on raising
philosophers. If a religion has no thinkers, it cannot be a religion of civilization.?! For this
reason, Katip Celebi attributes the decline in scientific knowledge in the Ottoman State to
the removal of philosophy courses from madrasas. Therefore, there is a need for thinkers
(philosophers, theologians and siifis) who can demonstrate the sublimity of the universal
principles of the Qur’an. To illustrate this, Muslims today need new Abii Hanifas, al-
Farabis, Avicennas, Ibn Bajjas, Mawlanas, Ytnuses and Ibn Khaldiins. But the ideas of
these people must be transcended. Because the respect of a river for its source is in its flow
into the ocean. The greatest respect for the scholars who preceded us is to generate new
ideas based on them and leave a strong scholarly legacy for those who come after us.

All this should be done by building on new theories of knowledge to be developed.
In these theories, just as in the early periods of Islam, no one other than God should be
accepted as an absolute authority in science.?? Because the development of the sciences is
blocked for this reason. The collapse of Greek civilization is attributed to the acceptance of
Aristotle as an infallible authority,? while the collapse of Islamic civilization is attributed
to the acceptance of the Companions and tabi‘in, the imams of sects, philosophers or stfis
as authorities. So the question that needs to be answered is this: If these people were alive
today, would they have written the same works? For example, would al-Farabi have
classified the sciences as in Thsa’ al-‘Uliim or if Avicenna had lived, would he have written
his works under the titles Shifa and Najat? In any case, they would not have written the
same books. As a result, systems, civilizations or ideologies that accept authorities in the
theory of knowledge have no chance of surviving for a long time or ruling over people. In
this respect, it is imperative that both religious knowledge and scientific knowledge be
freed from the sway of politics.

¢) Creating a New Theory of Knowledge that Prioritizes Scientific Knowledge and is
Open to Multiple Management

Islamic sciences prefer the use of all possible tools and methods rather than a single
source or method in understanding, justifying and interpreting the truth of things in general

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and religious truths in particular. In more or less all sciences, knowledge that is not based
on a certain evidence and method is not accepted as true and certain knowledge. For this
reason, Islamic scholars have always been engaged in intensive scholarly activities for the
sake of obtaining correct knowledge, truth and reality. Truth means the complete
conformity between the object and the knowledge obtained about the object. The
conformity of knowledge to objects can be known by its conformity to reason or the senses.
In this respect, true and accurate interest is obtained through one or both or all three of
reason, news (habar) and the senses. Although things such as inference, conscience,
experience, and inductive reasoning are ways that lead to knowledge and ma‘rifah, they are
not independent but are considered among the functions of the intellect. Knowledge that is
not based on one of these three basic evidences or on a more solid source than these three
is not considered as binding and certain knowledge in religious matters.

At first glance, limiting the ways of accessing knowledge in Islamic sciences to
three may be perceived as a kind of reductionism. However, when it is taken into account
that he used many other ways of accessing knowledge in relation to one of them, it will be
understood that this idea is not correct. This is because it is essential to take into account
all the ways of knowledge that are directly or indirectly related to these three, such as
reasoning and reasoning, sensation and experience, news and narration, and revelation. In
the science of Kalam, the senses are essential in matters that can be known through the
senses, and the intellect is essential in matters that can be comprehended with the intellect.
In some cases, the truth is clearly revealed by reason and demonstration. However,
sometimes there are transmissions that contradict this correct knowledge. In this case, the
relevant transmission is interpreted in line with the knowledge revealed by reason. This is
because the intellect (the clear and explicit judgment of the intellect) and the authenticity
of the transmission do not contradict each other. Islamic scholars are not content with
purely emotional evidence, nor do they reduce everything to the authority of rational
imagination. In other words, they do not reduce the evidence to rational or revelational
evidence. This is because what is characteristic of the methodology of Islamic sciences is
that “it attaches importance to balance and synthesis and does not regard reductionism as
an ideology, but as a method among many methods, and that it is constantly self-
correcting.”?*

In the basic Islamic sciences such as Kalam, Hadith, Figh and Tafsir, Muslim
scholars have generally regarded these three ways of knowing as the most reliable sources.
For them, however, other objects of knowledge and experience are not unreal; they are
worthy of evaluation and scrutiny. To exclude one of them is to exclude reality itself. For
this reason, they did not adhere to a single, all-encompassing research method. But they
used many methods that were compatible with the object of study. Admittedly, there were
cases of tension between the theologians, jurists and philosophers, who accused each other
and claimed that the method they used was unreliable. But in general, harmony prevailed.
The principles of diversity and interrelatedness of Islamic epistemology guaranteed a line
that integrated many methods. Indeed, the average Muslim scholar has knowledge of all
these methods by which a holistic and coherent interpretation of reality can be made. In
doing so, they are always on the side of truth, never forgetting the framework of their
worldview and values.?® Since the Islamic understanding of science aims to “understand

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reality in its entirety and in all its dimensions”, it gives equal weight to all ways of obtaining
accurate knowledge and methods of knowledge production; it helps to advance the research
and development of social and religious phenomena and natural phenomena within the
framework of subjective morals and values. Therefore, it can be safely said that Islamic
sciences are based on the idea of “multi-methods™ and a holistic approach that opposes
reductionism. In fact, Shahristani explains that other religions, civilizations and
philosophical systems were content to resort to one or more of them and rejected the others,
but Muslims tried to use all of them as follows:

1. Sophists: They do not accept knowledge perceived through the senses and acquired
through reason.

2. Naturalists: They accept what can be known through the senses, but deny what is known
through the intellect.

3. Dahr1 Philosophers: They accept knowledge obtained through both the senses and the
intellect, but deny hadiths and judgments.

4. Sabians: They accept knowledge acquired through the senses and the intellect, as well
as the hadiths and rulings, but they deny the Shari‘ah and Islam.

5. Magi, Jews and Christians: They accept all of these, any Shari‘ah and Islam, but they do
not accept the Shari‘ah of the Prophet Muhammad.

6. Muslims: They accept all of these.

The basis of Islam becoming a religion of science and civilization is this scientific mindset
that the Qur’an has imparted to Muslims, which encourages the use of all ways and methods
of knowledge that lead to truth and reality.

d) Making the Qur’an the Founding Text of Civilization Again

The Qur’an is an important contribution to human reason and thought made by God.
It is not a book of physics, astronomy, chemistry or medicine, but it does not contradict any
of the conclusions reached by these sciences. This divine book, which was revealed in
twenty-three years, will always lead its followers to act righteously and justly. God has
chosen Islam as the last religion for mankind and revealed its principles in it. Since God
has collectively revealed the principles of faith and belief in which people must believe as
a religion, no one can claim to have established any such principles after Him. However,
many people try to understand the Qur’an in accordance with the principles of the sect or
ideology to which they belong, or seek in it or have it confirm their own principles.
However, the Qur’an is the main text and the primary source of Islam.

Muslims today consider it an act of worship to read the Qur’an only in Arabic script
and are busy making their children read it and memorize it. They are not interested in what
God says to them in this book. They even consider it inconvenient and dangerous to read it
in translation. Only the scholars who are to deduce rulings from the Qur’an should have the
best knowledge of Arabic. Others do not need to know Arabic to take advice from the
Qur’an. The Qur’an, as its name suggests, is a book revealed to be read and understood.
We cannot fulfill our respect and responsibility towards it just by reading it in Arabic. No
matter who reads it, everyone will benefit from it according to their own level of culture
and knowledge. Today the Qur’an has become the most widely read but least understood
book by all Muslims. This is because, whereas before it was considered an act of worship
to read it in order to understand it, now only reading it is considered an act of worship. As
a result, it has become a book read after the dead. However, God sent it to “warn the
living”,?” not the dead.

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Some people claim that they cannot understand it, and so they require other books
to be read instead. However, God informs us in many verses that it is a detailed book?® and
that everything is clearly stated in it*° and that it has been made easy for people to think
about, understand and take advice.® Therefore, it is not right to put obstacles in the way of
understanding the Qur’an. Moreover, the books that are claimed to facilitate the
understanding of the Qur’an are not as easy to understand as one might think. If this sublime
book of ours is read and pondered upon by everyone, they will verify what they hear as
religion with it and will not accept views that do not conform to it. Thus, the Qur’an will
be the common denominator on which all Muslims can unite. Otherwise, some authorities
other than the Qur’an will emerge and continue to present their views as religion. The
greatest duty of Muslims is to believe what they believe knowingly. There is no room for
taqlid and uncontrolled knowledge, especially in matters of faith. Taqlid can only be used
as a way of learning in practical matters. There are certainly other truths outside the Qur’an,
but since they are human creations, the margin of error must always be taken into account.
Therefore, the absolute authority in knowledge and information is God and no one else can
be the absolute authority.

Muslims today are responsible for rediscovering the Qur’an’! and thus
understanding its principles in various aspects of life, especially in social life, and
institutionalizing them in life. This must be done through new interpretations of the Qur’an,
as in the past. However, none of the understandings of the Qur’an throughout history and
at present will have the value of the Qur’an, but will only be interpretations of it. These
interpretations may be right or wrong, and no one can be takfir for that view unless he
denies the verse. In the words of Abli Hanifa, “no one becomes a infidel by denying the
verse or its interpretation unless he denies the verse, and he cannot be takfir for that.” All
Muslims should follow this principle and reinterpret the Qur’an by presenting the Qur’an
to life and life to the Qur’an and find solutions to the problems of today’s Muslims. In the
words of Akif, “We must take inspiration directly from the Qur’an and make it sing Islam
to the perception of the century”. Only then it will be possible to build a new Islamic
Civilization.

If Muslims continue to sanctify the thought patterns of the past and understand the
Qur’an in accordance with them, those with this mentality will corrupt Islam, just as the
Church Fathers corrupted Christianity and the Rabbis corrupted Judaism. Muslims should
always keep in mind the following message of God so that they do not fall into the same
situation as the Jews and Christians: “Has the time not yet come for the believers to
remember God with trembling hearts and to hold fast to the truth that comes from Him?
Let them not be like those to whom the Book was given before. A long time has passed
over them and their hearts have hardened. Most of them are already fasiq.”*? In Islam,
however, there is no individual, sect or institution that can establish the basis of doctrine
(ageedah) as in Christianity. In Islam, the only authority that can establish the principles of
ageedah is God, hence the Qur’an. No one has the authority to impose the views and
interpretations of any sect on the social crises of its own period on people as the basis of
aqeedah or faith.

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Fourteen centuries of Islamic culture is ours with its faults and merits. However, in
order for it to be better understood and made more useful, it must be subjected to criticism
and analysis in terms of its conformity with the Qur’an.>* If the sources of Islamic culture
are reevaluated, the views of past scholars will be saved from being tabooed and will allow
new formations and understandings to emerge.

e) Putting an End to Sectarianism

In the history of Islam, thirty years after the Prophet’s death, we see that Muslims
experienced very painful events such as Jamal and Siffin among themselves and as a result
of these events, they were divided into some political camps that are still alive today.
Unfortunately, the consequences of these events have been discussed and continue to be
discussed until today. Instead of dwelling on them separately, I would like to draw attention
to some of the dangers of accepting these views, which have moved from the political
sphere to the theological and religious sphere, as if they were the principles of the religion.
The emergence of many schools of thought, philosophical schools and practical sects in
Islam is a matter of pride for every Muslim. However, the later transformation of the views
of these sects into infallible truths or religions has led to the sterilization of this rich and
fertile world of ideas in Islam. Because each sect became the defender and zealot of its own
view, they started to deny the right to life to opposing views and started to takfir each other.
The Mu’tazilites’ attempts to force others to accept the idea that the Qur’an was created by
using political power can be given as an example in this regard. Later, the followers of
Ahmad b. Hanbal, who opposed them, did the same oppression for the Mu’tazilites as they
did for themselves. It was even claimed that a member of the Mu’tazila and other sects of
the people of hewa could not be an heir to one of the Ahl al-Sunnah, that his slaughter was
inedible, and that it was not permissible for Muslim women to marry them.>* In Baghdad,
unpleasant incidents took place in mosques, bazaars and madrasas between the Hanbalites
and the Ash‘arites.’® The Hanbalites attacked theologians and philosophers and destroyed
al-Kindt’s library.*¢ This prevented the introduction of new ideas and led to the constant
discussion and sanctification of the past.

Sects are the products of the political, social and economic conditions in which they
emerged and are the intellectual movements of the period in which they were born. In other
words, each sect is first of all the thought pattern of the period in which it was born or the
ways of understanding Islam specific to that period.*” To accept the principles of a sect as
valid for future times is to accept its universality. Since all views other than the Qur’an
cannot be universal because they are human creations, no sect, political party or cult can
claim to represent the universal religion of Islam in all its dimensions. There is no need for
a second label for a Muslim, such as Shiite, Sunni or similar. The greatest honor lies in the
fact that everyone identifies himself as a Muslim. Therefore, the emerging schools of
thought should give up the desire to impose their ideas on others by accepting themselves
as the sole representatives or defenders of this religion. No one has the right to object to the
expression of every idea in its time and place. We need to learn the truth of everything
without fighting, like human beings, that is, with understanding and tolerance.>®

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Unless the Islamic world tolerates the expression of new ideas, it will not be able to
learn the truth and will go backwards rather than forwards. The events of a certain period
of history and political theories based on them cannot be part of religion or faith, nor can
they meet the expectations of today’s Muslim. For example, neither the Shiite theory of
imamate, which is based on flimsy principles, nor the Sunni theory of caliphate, which was
born in reaction to it, has the quality to solve the crises in political thought today. It is time
to accept the fact that the solution of political issues is left to human beings. Today’s
Muslim, no matter what sect or viewpoint he belongs to, should seek solutions to today’s
problems not through the answers given in the past, but through new answers to be given
today. The only way to do this is to unite on the common denominator, the Qur’an. There
is no way that Abii Bakr, ‘Umar, ‘Uthman or ‘Ali can come and save us. We will not be
held accountable for what they do, just as they will not be held accountable for what we do.

Violence, which has been resorted to from time to time since time immemorial,
instead of resolving issues through discussion and debate, is our main scourge today as it
was in the past. Where violence begins, freedom of opinion ends. This is why today’s
Muslim is unable to produce ideas. Muslims who experienced Uhud, Jamal and Siffin
yesterday are experiencing new Jamal and Siffin today. In order for Muslims to establish a
new Islamic Civilization, they need to put an end to this chronic disease and heed the
following call, which is the basis of the freedom of opinion that God has made for all human
beings: “Those who listen to ideas and follow the best of it, those are the ones whom God
guides, and they are the owners of sound reason.”>’

Establishing a new civilization has other prerequisites, such as Strengthening
critical thinking, Reestablishment of Islamic personality or prioritization of morality,
Seperation of religion and religious ones, Redetermining the changing and unchanging
values and judgements of Islam, Creating a high trust culture within the framework of
purposes of Sharia, Determining the needs and problems of humanity in next century,
Bringing togather the moral and human values of Islam and the values of humanity on the
same horizon; which can be discussed separately in another article.

CONCLUSION

Since the last two centuries, we have been witnessing a revival in the intellectual
and philosophical fields in the Islamic world and serious efforts to renew religious thought.
Whether this will turn into civilization or not is the responsibility of future generations.
Therefore, every Muslim society has to instill in young people "an awareness that will
witness humanity and contribute by producing" in its education system. The first condition
for this is to grant individuals freedom of thought and expression, to acquire the ability to
discuss different ideas in a civilized manner without fighting, then, finding and supporting
what is most accurate and consistent, taking responsibility and making contribution a part
of life. The existence of a new Islamic Civilization will be possible if it finds its reflection
in the common conscience of all Islamic nations and sprouts from its own understanding
of faith. I believe that we can achieve this only by benefiting from the acquis of humanity
without breaking away from its own religious, scientific and cultural experience.

This new Islamic civilization in its embryonic state, the pains of which we are
beginning to suffer, can be born in a healthy way, not in the political environment, but in
the environment of morality, law, justice, reason and science. The birth of this civilization
in a healthy way is possible if it develops in integrity, taking into account all areas of life

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such as religion, law, society, art, politics, aesthetics, thought and architecture. For this
reason, it is of vital importance for Muslims to renew themselves in these areas, to nourish
their thought mechanism in a healthy way, and especially to “restore the dignity of Islamic
Thought to humanity, reason, science and law”.

Not only Muslims but all people need a new civilization that will keep people
healthy, peaceful and peaceful, civilize them, make their lives easier and continue the
human race. Therefore, it would be appropriate to discuss and analyze the issue through
two basic problems. The first is to be aware of our responsibility to establish a new Islamic
civilization that will ensure the "co-existence" of all humanity. The second is to prepare the
prerequisites for establishing such a civilization.

This is not enough for establishment a new Islamic civilization. While religion, city,
art, science and power (political domination) are listed among the founding elements and
concepts related to civilization in the modern period, in the states established by Muslims,
6 elements are mentioned that will improve the life of the world so that people can form a
strong unity and solidarity. These elements actually constitute the implicit value system
and general framework of the Muslims' vision of civilization. For a "model of co-existence"
in a new Islamic civilization, we need to renew ourselves on the following six points:

1. A religion that is practiced and establishes authority in the conscience (&ie (x2)

2. Justice that embraces everyone and reaches everywhere (Jali Jac)

3. General security in every region of the country (3 (i)

4. Widespread prosperity, the level of prosperity spread across the social base (52 Gus)

5. Broad horizon, vision (Fé Jaf)

6. Reconstruction of the earth, reconstruction of the city and building the walls of the city
with culture (o=_Y) &) jles) 40

	- تحقيق الأمن الفردي والسلم المجتمعي، يقول تعالى: ﵟٱلَّذِينَ ءَامَنُواْ وَلَمۡ يَلۡبِسُوٓاْ إِيمَٰنَهُم بِظُلۡمٍ أُوْلَٰٓئِكَ لَهُمُ ٱلۡأَمۡنُ وَهُم مُّهۡتَدُونَ ٨٢ﵞ(216F ).
	- الطمأنينة، يقول تعالى: ﵟأَلَا بِذِكۡرِ ٱللَّهِ تَطۡمَئِنُّ ٱلۡقُلُوبُ ٢٨ﵞ(217F ).
